Rounding out the winners at the three round tournament were Golf Club of Miami #3 where amateurs Michael Evans, Eric Vainio, Bubba Ryde and head golf professional Herbert Smith emerged winners in Flight D.  The Flanders Valley Golf Club team from New Jersey with amateurs James Rapp, Steve Westfall, Joyce Westfall, and PGA Teaching Professional James Chung were runners-up five strokes behind the South Florida team.

PGA Club & Teaching Professionals competed for a $10,000 cash prize, while amateurs vied for a wide array of prizes donated by sponsors Nike Golf, American Airlines, Ritz Carlton Golf Resort & Spa, Air Jamaica and The Shoppes at Rose Hall.
