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INTERNATIONAL 

 

The most recent figures from the World Tourism Organization (WTO), indicate 

that International tourist arrivals registered a slight decline of about 1% from 703 

million in 2002 to 694 million in 2003. The year 2003 was a difficult year in which 

three negative factors came together to impact on arrivals. These factors were: the 

Iraqi conflict, the SARS outbreak and a persistent weak economy, which only 

started to recover towards the end of 2003. 
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CARIBBEAN 

 

The Caribbean tourism industry performance was slightly different from the 

International picture, although it was to some extent similarly affected by the 

aforementioned events. 

 
Based on the latest statistics from member countries, the Caribbean Tourism 

Organization (CTO) estimates that tourist arrivals to the region increased by some 

7 percent in 2003.  The recovery, which began in the latter part of 2002, continued 

through 2003 despite the setbacks already mentioned. As a result, tourist arrivals in 

2003 exceeded those received in 2000, which was the region’s previous peak. With 

respect to the threat of terrorism and the SARS outbreak, the Caribbean as a whole, 

benefited from the perception that the Caribbean is a safe region for vacation 

travel. 

 
In terms of major markets, 

tourist arrivals from the 

United States increased by 6 

percent, Europe increased by 

an estimated 12 percent, 

which is in sharp contrast 

with the declines recorded 

from that market in 2002. 

But the largest percentage 

increase was recorded from 
7
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the Canadian market where tourist arrivals increased by 21 percent, although much 

of this growth was accounted for by Cuba and the Dominican Republic, which 

together receive more than half of all Canadian visitors to the region.   

 

Performances among our destinations have varied, although most destinations 

recorded reasonable levels of growth in their tourist arrivals in 2003. The 

performances of Cuba (up 13 percent) and the Dominican Republic (up 17    

percent) were however particularly noteworthy. Since these two destinations now 

account for nearly a quarter of all tourists to the Caribbean, their robust 

performances have clearly boosted the regional average. 1 

 

The number of cruise arrivals to the Caribbean in 2003 increased by an estimated 

10%. Good performances were reported by most destinations, those closer to the 

US have continued to grow faster, benefiting from the increasing number of ships 

home porting in the Florida and Gulf of Mexico Ports.

 Total stopover arrivals of 1,350,285, increased by 6.6% 

Foreign Nationals of 1,262,108, increased by 7.0% 

Non-resident Jamaicans of 88,177, declined by 1.0% 

  Cruise passenger arrivals of 1,132,596, increased by an impressive 30.9% 

 

 

 

STOPOVERS 

Jamaica’s tourist industry performance can be attributed to the following factors:  

 The Iraqi/USA-led war, earlier this year, had a negative impact on 

international tourist arrivals, but also resulting from this event is the perception that 

the Caribbean is one the safest areas for vacation travel.  

 The decline in the strength of the US dollar relative to the Euro increases the 

level of competitiveness of the destination.  
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 Increased airlift from the main market regions. 

 Persistent and targeted advertising campaigns have been running in our 

primary markets, the USA and UK. 

 

Growth in stopover arrivals to Jamaica in 2003 was consistent throughout the year. 

In the winter  (January – April), Jamaica recorded an increase of 7.9% growth in 

arrivals.  All four months with 

the exception of March 

recorded increases: – 

January +12%, February 

+11%, March –0.5%, and 

April +11%. Total stopovers 

for the period was 454,223 

compared to the 420,996 for 

the Winter 2002. 

 

For the Summer period (May – December) stopover arrivals increased by 6%. All 

eight months recorded increases ranging from the lowest increase of 0.8% in 

September to the highest increase of 12% in December. The highest number of 

stopover arrivals in the history of Jamaica’s Tourism Industry was recorded in July 

with a total of 144,039 arrivals.

MARKET PERFORMANCE 

 

United States 

As a result of the improvement in the U.S. economy, growth in the United States is 

picking up sooner than expected due to the rise in productivity, the improvement in 

corporate balance sheets, and the measures taken to stimulate the economy. Total 

US outbound travelers was 54.4 million in 2003, preliminary figures for  US 

outbound air travel indicate that the Caribbean received over 4 million US arrivals, 

up 11% compared to 2002. The top States for generating air travel are New York 

(19%), California (18%), Florida (9%) and New England (7%). These four states 

generate just over 50% of the US resident travelers overseas.2 

 

The United States market, for the 

winter months showed strong 

growth, this market provided a 

total of 324,286 an increase of 

5.7% compared to 306,843 in 

winter 2002, and down from the 

347,098 in winter 2001. The 

Northeast increased by 7.2%, the 

Midwest by 9.1%, the South by 

0.3 % and the West, the only US region to record a decline, was down by 0.5%.  

 

During the summer period, the United States economy continued to show recovery, 

as increased economic activity and the rise in consumer confidence led to a 

stronger season for vacation travel. 
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STOPOVER ARRIVAL FROM U.S.A.STOPOVER ARRIVAL FROM U.S.A.
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For the summer period, the market increased by 4% to 645,413 stopovers, up from 

618,786 in summer 2002. In real terms, there were over 26,000 more stopover 

visitors than for summer 2002. All marketing regions with the exception of the 

South recorded increases.  

 

The Northeast with 

284,752 stopovers 

increased by 9% over 

2002. The Midwest with 

109,899 was up by 7%, 

the Western region with 

51,065 grew by 1% and 

the Southern region with 

199,697 was down by 

2%. 

 

 

Travel to Jamaica was aided by increased airlift from the United States. Delta 

Airlines flew daily from Atlanta, Georgia to Montego Bay. Continental Airlines, 

from Newark, New Jersey to Montego Bay and then into Kingston. Northwest 

airlines also increased its service out of Detroit TO Montego Bay.  These additional 

flights were bolstered by almost full capacities by Air Jamaica  from New York, 

Newark, Baltimore and Philadelphia gateways during the peak summer months.

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CANADA 

 

During 2003, Canadians traveling overseas when compared to 2002 was up 8.4%, 

reaching almost 5.1 million overnight trips. According to the Canadian Tourism 

Commission, the 5.1 million trips taken to overseas destinations in 2003 is the 

highest level in the last decade. Jamaica however was not one of the destinations 

that received increased arrivals from Canada. The Canadian market, traditionally 

the third largest market behind the United States and the United Kingdom, 

provides some 7% share in stopover arrivals to Jamaica. The year 2003 was a 

particularly challenging one for this market as the Canadian stopover arrivals were 

down by 2.2% with 95,265 against 97,413 stopovers in 2002, and 14.3% down 

from 111,158 in 2001.   

 

This market provided a total of 

41,811 arrivals, a decrease of 

1.1% compared to 42,263 in 

winter 2002, and down from the 

52,854 in winter 2001. For the 

summer period, the market 

decreased by 3.1% to 53,454 

stopovers, down from 55,150 in 

summer 2002. 

 

Ontario recorded 70,964 stopover arrivals, which was 5% down from the 74,731 

achieved in 2002. The second major province of Quebec with 9,940 stopovers 

declined by 6% against 2002.  The small producing provinces recorded notable 

Stopover Arrival from Canada
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increases, Manitoba up 49%, Nova Scotia, up 29%, Alberta up 16%, and British 

Columbia up 9.2% over 2002. 

 

United Kingdom/Europe 

 

Stopover Arrivals to Jamaica out of the European region increased by an 

impressive 22% when compared to 2002. Some 16 percent of all Jamaica’s 

Stopover arrivals originated from Europe, with the United Kingdom, Italy, 

Germany and Spain being the most important markets. 

 

 The United Kingdom is the most important European market with 

149,714 stopover arrivals registering growth of 19% over the 127,859 in 

2002. The performance for both Winter and Summer showed significant 

increases of 14% and 21% respectively. 

 Italy took over from Germany as the second most important market 

within Europe. With a total of 24,303 stopover arrivals, the Italian market 

grew by 71% over the 14,237 recorded in 2002. The increased airlift by 

Lauda Air out of Milan directly contributed to this increased growth rate.  

 Germany with a total of 16,290 stopovers was up by 12% against 2002, 

however, when compared to 2001 and 2000 the German market was 

down by 15% and 35% respectively. The German economy has been flat 

and the unemployment rate was in excess of 10%. The volume of 

German outbound trips (73 million) decreased by 3% when compared to 

the previous year.3

The airlines serving this market, Air Europe, Air Jamaica, British Airways, 

Condor, Martin Air and the main chartered airlines of Lauda Air, My Travel, Air 

2000, Air Plus Comet, Britannia etc, all contributed to this growth with their 

increased airlift. 

 

According to the Caribbean Tourism Organization the year-end estimates for 2003, 

show that overall tourist Travel from Europe to the Caribbean increased by an 

estimated 12% when compared to 2002.                                                

 

 

Latin America 

 

The Latin American market had a very difficult year, with the exception of 

Argentina and Belize, all the other major Latin American providers of stopover 

visitors to Jamaica recorded declines. While Argentina, which provided 601 

visitors, increased by 36% and Belize with 936 increased by 45%; Mexico declined 

by 6%; Panama down by 8%; Colombia down by 13%; Brazil down by 14%, and 

Venezuela by 37%. 
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Apart for the short duration of service by Air Jamaica out of Belize, Copa Airlines 

is the only stable direct airline service from this region. This reduces the 

accessibility of the island to visitors, as those who wish to visit Jamaica have to 

join connecting flights via Miami. 

 

Caribbean 

 

Caribbean traffic to Jamaica maintained its growth pattern as it increased by 6% 

with 43,829 visitors in 2003, and up 7% when compared to 2001.  

 

The Cayman Islands, with an increase of 8% continued to be our main provider of 

stopover visitors from the Caribbean to Jamaica in 2003.  Antigua, Barbados, 

Bermuda, St. Lucia, Trinidad and Tobago, Curacao and the St. Maarten all 

recorded sizable increases over the performance in 2002. There is no doubt that Air 

Jamaica’s Montego Bay Hub, which services the eastern Caribbean contributes a 

great deal to the maintenance of some level of vibrancy in travel to Jamaica from 

these countries.  

 

Japan 

 

The Japanese market declined by a further 10% with 4,182 visitors, down from 

4,664 in 2002.  There are signs of gradual economic recovery in Japan and as this 

continues, travel to long-haul destinations like Jamaica will again benefit from 

outbound tourism from Japan. 
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CRUISE PASSENGERS 

 

Cruise passenger arrivals to Jamaica in 2003 created history by surpassing the 

million mark for the first time in any one year. A total of 1,132,596 cruise 

passengers visited our shores an increase of 31% against the 865,419 recorded for 

the corresponding period in 2002. Another first occurred on December 30, when 

all four major ports of call had ships visiting. The Minerva II called in Port 

Antonio, The Navigator of the Seas and the Imagination visited Ocho Rios, The 

Seven Seas Mariner and the Norwegian Sun were in Montego Bay and the Princess 

Danae called in Kingston.  

 

Seasonally, cruise arrivals was up 

by 46% in the Winter period with 

472,052 cruise passengers, up 

from the 323,187 for 2002 and up 

26% over the 374,645 in winter 

2001. During the Summer period, 

cruise passenger arrivals 

continued this upward trend and 

the period ended with a 22% 

increase with 660,544 arrivals up from the 542,232 in 2002, and up 42% over the 

465,692 in Summer 2001.The number of cruise ship calls for the Summer period 

also improved by 29% from 229 calls in 2002 to 272 in 2003. 

 

The port of Ocho Rios continued to provide the larger share of Jamaica’s cruise 

arrivals as this port accounted for 810,020 or 72% of the 1,132,596 who arrived at 
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our shores with Montego Bay increasing its share from 20% in 2002 to 28% with 

319,405 in 2003. 

 

Four main factors continue to characterize the cruise industry; the increased level 

of discounting which makes a cruise vacation very attractive, the increase in the 

number of younger cruise passengers, the repositioning of ships to the Caribbean 

and the preponderance of the American cruise passenger holidaying nearer to 

home. Jamaica has also addressed some of the concerns of the cruise industry by 

putting in place the necessary amenities and improving the attractions and 

entertainment packages offered.  

  

The cruise ship carrying the most passengers to Jamaica was Conquest, of the 

Carnival Cruise Line.  It made fifty-two cruise ship calls to Montego Bay, and 

provided 170,408 cruise passengers. Royal Caribbean Cruise Line with the 

Voyager, Navigator and Explorer of the Seas cruise ships among its fleet, 

contributed the majority of the 453,917 passengers brought by the Line to Ocho 

Rios in 2003. 

 

AVERAGE LENGTH OF STAY 

 

The average intended length of stay for foreign nationals of 10.2 nights remained 

at the same level as that recorded for the similar period in 2002. The level in hotels 

was also at the same level of 6.4 nights. 
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FIRST AND REPEAT VISITORS 

 

For the year, approximately 680,312 of the 1,262,108 foreign nationals who visited 

the island were first-time visitors. These represented 54% of the total foreign 

national arrivals. The remaining 581,796 foreign arrivals were repeat guests. This 

was some 46% of the total foreign national arrivals. 

 

HOTEL ROOM OCCUPANCY 

 

During 2003 the increase of 7% in stopover arrivals resulted in a positive impact 

on hotel room occupancy. Hotel room occupancy rate in 2003 was 57.9% an 

increase of 4.3% over the rate of 55.5% in 2002. Total room nights sold of 

2,971,885 increased by 5% from 2,830,604 in 2002. 

 

All three major resort areas 

Montego Bay, Ocho Rios and 

Negril, experienced increased 

levels of both the rate in hotel 

room occupancy and the number 

of room nights sold. In Montego 

Bay, the annual hotel room 

occupancy rate was 58.4%, 

which was over 3 percentage 

points higher than the 54.7% recorded in 2002. The total number of room nights 

sold increased by 4.5% moving from 1,003,043 in 2002 to 1,048,516 in 2003.  
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The average hotel room occupancy for Ocho Rios was 61.6%, which was 

approximately 3 percentage points higher than the 58.7% rate recorded in 2002. 

The total number of hotel room nights sold increased by 4.2% moving from 

786,762 in 2002 to 816,665 in 2003. 

 

For the resort area of Negril, an average hotel occupancy rate of 57.4% was 

achieved in comparison to the rate of 55.9% in 2002. Of all three resort areas 

Negril experienced the highest level of increase in hotel room nights sold. Th e 

number of hotel room night sold in this resort area increased by 5.4%, recording 

761,703 room nights sold compared to 722,703 sold in 2002. 

 

Outside of the major resort areas, Kingston & St. Andrew, despite selling over 

275,000 room nights, achieved a hotel occupancy level of 54.9%, which was less 

than the 56.6% recorded in 2002. This was mainly attributable to the re-opening of 

Knutsford Court Hotel (formally Sutton Place Hotel) during the course of the year, 

which increased the average room capacity in the region by over 11%. The number 

of room nights sold in Kingston & St. Andrew increased by 8.3%, moving from 

254,694 in 2002 to 275,842 in 2003. 

 

Overall, the all-inclusive hotel 

room occupancy rate, in the three 

main resort areas was 69.3%, 

which was 3 percentage points 

higher than the 66.2% recorded in 

2002. In Montego Bay the all-

inclusive rate was 66% compared 
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to 64.8% in 2002; Ocho Rios, 67.5% as against 65.3% in 2002, and for Negril, 

74.6% compared to 69.4% in 2002. 

 

The average rate in hotel room occupancy broken down by the size of the hotel 

shows mixed performances. Hotels with less than 50 rooms, recorded a rate of 

28.9% down from the 29.9% recorded in 2002. Hotels with 50 – 100 rooms, 

achieved a rate of 40.9%, up from the 38.4% recorded in 2002. Hotels in the size 

range of 100 – 200 rooms recorded a 61.4%, down from the 62.9% in 2002, and 

Hotels with over 200 rooms achieved the highest room occupancy rate of 70.9% up 

from the 67.2% recorded in 2002. 

 

VISITOR EXPENDITURE 

 

Gross visitor expenditure in 2003 was estimated at US$1,351 million. This 

represents an increase of 11.7% against the US$1,209 million earned in 2002.  

 

Total expenditure of Foreign Nationals amounted to US$1,219 million. Cruise 

passenger expenditure totaled US$92 million while US $41 million was estimated 

as the contribution of Non-Resident Jamaicans. 

 

Foreign Nationals spent on the average US$95 per person per night while cruise 

passengers spent an average of US$80 per person.  
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DIRECT EMPLOYMENT IN THE ACCOMMODATION SECTOR 

 
There was a marginal increase of less than 1% in the number of persons employed 

directly in the accommodation sub-sector in 2003. The number in the sub-sector 

increased from 30,434 in 2002 to 30,512 in 2003. 

 

The main resorts of Montego Bay, Ocho Rios and Negril accounted for 27,178 

persons or approximately 89% of the total number of persons employed directly 

in the sub-sector. Montego Bay with 10,117 direct jobs represented 33% of those 

employed, Ocho Rios with 9,288 diredt jobs, accounted for 31%, and Negril with 

7,773, was responsible for 25%. 

 

The average number of employees per room in 2003 was estimated at 1.24.  

 

NEW DEVELOPMENTS 

 

 Construction on the 360-room Sandals White House hotel is in progress at 

Parkers Bay in Westmoreland and scheduled to open in December 2004.  

 

 The 480 room Family All-Inclusive Club RIU II, the second in the chain of 

hotels to be officially opened in May 2004.
